The figures 1, 2, and 3 followine the names of post offices represent the class of office.  Those oflices, ex-
cluding stations and branches, without number, are fourth class,

The office namber shown in the column headed “No.”, preeeded by the State Code, shown at the begin-
ning of each State list, must be used on all vouchers, statements, and acceounts and in all correspondence
with the Post Office Department and the General Accounting Oflice coneerning these vouchers, staterments,
and accounts; for example, Abbeville, Ala., 01-00200.  Branches and stations are not numbered.

Postal savings deposits can be made only at post offices, branches, and stations that are suthorized to
transact postal-savings business, as indicated by the symbol (°) prefixed to name of oflice.  Withdrawals
must be made at the post office, branch, or station at which the depositor maintains his account.

All branches and statlons pay money orders, recister lettersand pareels, and sell postage stamped paper.
Lettered and named stations, in addition, may receive, deliver, and dispatceh mail matter. Money orders are
{ssued at all post otlices, branches and stations except those indicated by an asterisk (*). At the larger
military installations where postal units arc formed to afford service to military personnel, and regular sta-
tions are not established, such units are designated for accounting purpoeses us money-order units,

INSTRUCTIONS to the Mailer

Each unit of area is numbered, and post offices located within the unit are assigned unit zone numbers
which are listed opposite the names of the post offices. A zone key has been prepared for each unit of arca
showing in numerical order the zones in which all other units are located in relation thereto. The same
zone key is used at all post offices located in any one unit of area,

A local parcel post zone key, together with a list of parcel post rates, may be obtained free of charge from
your local post office.  Parcel post zone keys for other localitics may be obtained from the Post Office De-
pﬂrtrrm-nt Supply Center, 3070 “V" St., N. E., Washington 25, D. C. Request zone keys by the unit zone
number.

To ascertain the parcel post zone of a particular post office, look in this list for the name of the post office
to which the parcelis to be mailed. At the right of the name is the number of the parcel post unit in which
that post office is located. Thls number (or group of numbers including it) must then be found in the parcel
post zone key for the office from which the parcel is to be mailed. The figure in the column opposite the
line on the zone key containing the unit zone nunber of the post oflice of address is the parcel post zone,
For example, Chicago, IL., is located in Unit 2115, and mailers within that unit should request the zone
key for such number,

A branch oflice or station has the same unit number as the main office.

The parcel post unit number for each post oflice, branch, and stution iz shown in the column headed
“Unit.” The space following cach unit number in the column headed “Zone” is provided for insertion of
zone after its determination from zone key.

Supplemental zone keys are needed to compute zones for Alaska units from post offices in some of the
Western States and for some units in Western States from post oftices in Alaska.  All Alaska units are in
the eighth zone from units 00 through 22¢9. If your post oflice is in o unit numbered from 2300 to 5813, some
units in Alaska may be in less than the eighth zone. You muay obtain a supplemental zone key from the
Post Office Department Supply Center, 3070 V' Street, N. E., Washington 25, D. C. Be sure to specify
the kind of supplemental zone key you desire.
