Postal savings, deposits can be made only at post offices, branches, and stations that are authorized to transact tal-savings business, as indicated by the symbol ଀ prefixed to name of office. Withdrawals must be made
at the post office, branch, or station at which the depositor maintains his account.

All branches and stations pay money orders, register letters and parcels, and sell postal supplies. Lettered
and named stations, in addition, receive, deliver, and dispatch mail matter.

Money orders are issued at all post offices, branches and stationsº those indicated by an asterisk (*).
Money orders shall be drawn on the main post office or branch office, but not on stations thereof.
At the larger §: and forts where postal units are formed to afford service to the army personnel, and regular

stations are not established, such units are designated for accounting purposes as money-order stations. They are
listed under the base post office.

Independent branches and stations, indicated thus (Ind.), receive and dispatch registered mail in the same. . post offices and are the only branches and stations to which postmasters address registered jackets, sacks
and pouches.
